ORDINANCE NO. 1153

AN ORDINANCE OF THE DRAPER CITY COUNCIL AMENDING SECTION 3-1-200
OF THE DRAPER CITY MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING THE EQUESTRIAN
CENTER ADVISORY BOARD

WHEREAS Draper City established the Draper City Equestrian Center Advisory Board
whose purpose is to act as an advisory board to the city regarding projects, programs, activities
and administration of the Draper City Equestrian Center; and

WHEREAS the current language in Section 3-1-200(B)(1) provides a requirement of
nine regular members and five alternate members; and

WHEREAS the City Council desires to have flexibility with the number of members to
be appointed to Draper City Equestrian Center Advisory Board; and

WHERAS the City Council desires to include additional duties for the Draper City
Equestrian Center Advisory Board.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF DRAPER
CITY, STATE OF UTAH, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Section 3-1-200 of the Draper City Municipal Code is hereby amended to
read as shown in Exhibit “A” attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

Section 2. Severability. If any section, part, or provision of this Ordinance is held
invalid, or unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other portion of
this Ordinance, and all sections, parts, and provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable.

Section 3. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its
passage.

EXHIBIT A
COMPLETE PROPOSED TEXT AMENDMENT
Section 3-1-200 Draper City Equestrian Center Advisory Board.

(a) Creation. There is hereby created a Draper City Equestrian Center Advisory Board to act as an
advisory board to the City regarding projects, programs, activities and administration of the Draper City
Equestrian Center to be known as the "Draper City Equestrian Center Advisory Board."

(b) Members.

(1) Number. The Board shall be comprised of up to nine (9) regular members and_up to
five (5) alternate members who shall be appointed by the Mayor with the advice and consent of the
City Council.

(2) Term. The members shall be appointed to staggered terms of four (4) twe—{2) years,
provided that members may be appointed to terms shorter than two (2) years when necessary to
provide for staggered terms.

(c) Organization and Procedure.

(1) Chairperson. The Mayor of Draper City shall appoint one members of the Advisory
Board as chairperson with the consent and advice advise of the City Council. The chairperson shall
oversee the proceedings and activities of the Board.

(2) Rules. The Board may adopt reasonable by-laws, rules and regulations in accordance
with this Ordinance for governing the conduct of its business.

(3) Meetings. The Board may hold meetings at such times as the Board determines is
necessary and as properly called with notice given to each Board member.

(4) Alternates. In the event a regular member is absent from a meeting or event, an
alternate member may be called upon by the Chairperson, or his or her authorized representative,
to appear at the meeting or event in the place of the absent member. Alternate members shall
have no right to vote unless they have been duly called by the Chairperson to participate in the
meeting in the place of an absent voting member.

(d) Duties. It shall be the duty of the Board to act in an advisory and voluntary capacity to the City
regarding programs, activities, and administration of the Draper City Equestrian Center including but not
limited to the following:

(1) Propose and recommend policies, standards and rules pertinent to the Equestrian
Center programs;

(2) Assist the City in creating and implementing activities and programs for the Equestrian
Center consistent with the needs of the business operators and residents of Draper;
