ORDINANCE NO. 1370

AN ORDINANCE OF THE DRAPER CITY COUNCIL
INCORPORATING MINOR TEXT AMMENDMENTS AND
ADITIONS TO CHAPTER 15-1, PARKS, TRAILS AND
RECREATIONAL FACILITIES

WHEREAS, the chapter regulating parks, trails and recreation has not been updated in
over 10 years and is in need of minor additions and amendments; and,

WHEREAS, Draper Cities parks, trails and recreation facilities have grown and increased
substantially over the past 10 years and has become necessary to incorporate code changes dealing
with definitions, management and enforcement: and.

WHEREAS.,; Draper City desires to have quality parks, trails and recreational facilities
and the enforcement and penalties of such as required.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF DRAPER
CITY, STATE OF UTAH, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Approval. The City Council hereby approves Ordinance No. 1370,
approving the text amendments to Chapter 15-1 regarding parks, trails and recreational facilities
as stated in Exhibit “A™ attached hereto.

Section 2. Correction of Editing Errors. The City Attorney is authorized to correct
any punctuation, spelling, formatting, or similar errors prior to submitting this Ordinance to
Sterling Codifiers

Section 3. Severability. If any section, part, or provision of this Ordinance is held
invalid, or unenforceable, such invalidity or unenforceability shall not affect any other portion of
this Ordinance, and all sections, parts, and provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable..

Section 4. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon
publication or posting or 30 days after final passage, whichever is closer to the date of final
passage.

EXHIBIT A

Chapter 1
PARKS, TRAILS AND RECREATIONAL FACILITIES

15-1-020: AUTHORITY:

A. Publie WosksDirector-The publie-werks director Parks and Recreation Director: The parks

and recreation director may propose the establishment of certain parks, trails, and recreational
facilities, which shall. upon the advice and consent of the city council, be created as the city
council deems, fit. The director shall advise the city council on the establishment of parks,
trails. and recreation facilities and may recommend funding sources to pay for said
improvements. a.

B. Impact Fee: The city council may set an impact fee for all new parks, trails and recreation
development within the city in accordance with state law.

C. Managers: The parks manager, recreation manager and/or the trails and open space manager
may prescribe certain uses and restrictions on use for the city parks, trails and recreation
facilities as deemed reasonable and necessary for the protection and preservation of public
health, safety and welfare, as well as protection and maintenance of the natural resources and
public facilities consistent with this chapter and other city ordinances. The managers may
coordinate rulemaking and enforcement with law enforcement officers. (Ord. 749, 7-17-2007)

15-1-030: DEFINITIONS:

As used in this chapter:

BICYCLE: A wheeled vehicle: propelled by human power by feet or hands acting upon pedals or
cranks: with a seat or saddle designed for the use of the operator; designed to be operated on the
ground; and whose wheels are not less than 14 inches in diameter. “Bicycle™ includes an electric

assisted bicycle.
DEPARTMENT: The Draper City Parks and Recreation Department.
DIRECTOR: The Draper City Parks and Recreation Department Director.

ELECTRIC ASSISTED BICYCLE: A bicycle with an electric motor that:
(a) has a power output of not more than 750 watts:
(b) has fully operable pedals on permanently fixed cranks:
(c) is fully operable as a bicycle without the use of the electric motor: and
(d) is one of the following:
(i) Class I is an electric assisted bicycle equipped with a motor or electronics that:
(A) provides assistance only when the rider is pedaling; and
(B) ceases to provide assistance when the bicycle reaches the speed of 20 miles per
hour;
(ii) Class 11 is an electric assisted bicycle equipped with a motor or electronics that:
(A) may be used exclusively to propel the bicycle: and
(B) is not capable of providing assistance when the bicycle reaches the speed of 20
miles per hour; or
(iii) Class 111 is an electric assisted bicycle equipped with a motor or electronics that:
(A) provides assistance only when the rider is pedaling;
(B) ceases to provide assistance when the bicycle reaches the speed of 28 miles per

hour; and
